Write as many verbs as you can think of in 2 minutes.  Put all these into a jar. Pull one out and write a sentence using the verb in the past tense.  Look carefully at the verb.  Do you just add ed? Do you double the consonant and add ed? What happens to words ending in e or y?

Have a look at the seeds on the ‘seed identification’ sheet. 
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(Double click to access or find the link on the closure site)

 Use words to describe the different seeds.  Can you describe them to your grown up or brothers and sisters.  Can they work out which seed you are describing? 

The main purpose of all seeds is to grow into other plants. 
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Collect some seeds from around your home or garden, look inside fruits in the fruit bowl or salad tray, look in the garden for seeds in plants with a grown up.

Did you know each white fluffy part on a dandelion is a seed?

Collect 6 seeds and sketch them very carefully, look at the size and shape and even the colour of the seeds.  Write careful descriptions of them and label them for what they will grow into.

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Ramadan Paper Plate Moon and 
Star Decoration 


Instructions
1.	 Cut out the Moon and Star Templates.


2.	 Place the moon template along the edge of a paper plate and draw 
around it.


3.	 Cut along the pencil line to make the plate into a crescent moon shape. 


4.	 Decorate the moon shape using pens or crayons.


5.	 Draw around the star template onto the piece of paper plate you have 
left over, after cutting out the moon shape. 


6.	 Cut out the star shape.


7.	 Spread some glue over the star shape and sprinkle over some eco-
friendly glitter or decorate the star using pens or crayons.


8.	 Use the hole punch to punch a hole near top of the moon and another 
hole in the star.


9.	 Use some ribbon to tie the star to the moon shape. 


10.	Your decoration is now ready to display during Ramadan.

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TEACHER RESOURCE: GERMINATING SEEDS


MODULE 2, LESSON 2, RESOURCE SHEET 1


To germinate seeds so that children can observe the process, they need to be in a clear 
container with something that will hold water and keep them damp. You can buy special 
‘window greenhouses’ or ‘root windows’ which allow you to grow plants in a water 
holding gel, or you can make your own.


One alternative is to use the cut off base of a clear plastic bottle lined with damp paper 
towel, or fi lled with damp cotton wool or the gel beads that you can buy to put in vases 
of fl owers. Avoid adding too much water or the seeds may rot. Cover to prevent drying 
out. Glass jars can also be used and they have the advantage of coming with lids, but 
plastic alternatives may be more suitable when working with young children (see Be Safe 
chapter 15 for advice about using glass). If you use a large bottle or jar several seeds can 
be planted at once, or in sequence around the circumference. 


                                 


You can also plant seeds in plastic 
bags which can be hung on a line in 
the classroom or taped to a window. 
Use bags which can be easily sealed. 
If planting a sequence of seeds in the 
same bag you will need to open and 
reseal. Moisten the paper towel, fold 
it and place it fl at in the bag. Put the 
seed between the towel and the bag, 
pressing gently so that the towel holds 
the seed in place.


For single plantings the above will 
work. For planting seeds at intervals to 
show the stages of germination  use the method shown here, placing the fi rst seed in the 
left hand pocket and adding further seeds at intervals until all the pockets are full. If the 
container or bag is sealed you should not need to water it during the germination process.
